What is a visa?

One needs a visa to enter United States of America.

There are two categories of U.S. visas: Immigrant and nonimmigrant.
Non-immigrant visas are for people with permanent residence out-
side the U.S. but wish to be in the U.S. on a temporary basis. It could
be for tourism, business, temporary work, study or medical treat-
ment or anything. Immigrant visas are for people who intend to live
permanently in the U.S. A visa does not grant automatic permit entry
to the U.S. It only indicates that a U.S. consular officer has reviewed
your application, and that the officer has determined you are eligible
to apply for entry to the country for a specific purpose. There are
different visa categories for different people who wish to go to the US
for different purposes.

Effective November 16, 2005 the visa fees for Indians are:
Non-immigrant visa application fee: Rs 4,600.00

Non-immigrant visa issuance fee: Rs 2,300.00

The visa application fee is non-refundable whereas the visa issuance
fee is paid only upon the issuance.
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
